TERMS and CONDITIONS

1.  Every individual or company doing business on the Fairgrounds must have a signed contract.  Concessionaires and exhibitors are prohibited from assigning, subletting, or transferring a space that has been allotted to them, nor shall they sell any product that has not been listed on the contract or approved by the Manitoba Stampede & Exhibition management.  The management reserves the right to cancel at any time for reasonable cause, all contracts made with the concessionaire or others.

2.  All monies due to the Manitoba Stampede & Exhibition must be paid in full on or before April 13, 2012 (Early Bird payments must be received in the office on or before April 13, 2012).  All privileges not paid according to the contract specifications will be deemed invalid.  Written notification of intent to cancel must be made prior to May 15, 2011 to receive any sort of refund.  All refunds are subject to a $50.00 cancellation fee and no refunds will be given after May 15th.

3.  All business described herein must be confined to the space leased.

4.  The Lessee agrees that the Manitoba Stampede & Exhibition will not be responsible for any claims, by person or persons, whether it be injury or personal property damage arising our of such booths.

5.  All business is to be conducted in an orderly manner and the premises must be kept neat and clean.  Concessionaires must keep their spaces in sanitary condition, by removing therefrom any filth and refuse, placing the same in garbage containers, and all containers must be places where employees of the Manitoba Stampede & Exhibition can get to them with ease.  All empty packing cases and bottles must be removed from place of business and not left on the walk or street, or by the stand.

6.  Prices are to be posted in conspicuous places.

8.  The Manitoba Stampede & Exhibition reserves the right to locate the exhibitor and if required by the Manitoba Stampede & Exhibition to relocate to make a better show.

9.  All electrical hook-ups are at the expense of the Lessee.

Service vehicles are to be removed from the grounds during this time.  In case of an emergency the Manitoba Stampede & Exhibition management may authorize other deliveries.

12.  Undesirable displays or Concessionaires may be removed from the grounds at the discretion of the Manitoba Stampede & Exhibition.

13.  The Manitoba Stampede & Exhibition shall be the sole judge of all propriety or impropriety on the part of the Concessionaire or his/her employee.

14.  No contracts will be accepted unless accompanied by payment.

15.  All deposits will be retained.

16.  In case of default of full payment, any or all articles, goods, or equipment may be held until full payment is made.

17.  The privilege granted is in no way an exclusive privilege.

18.  No pets are allowed in the concession areas.

20.  Early dismantling of booths will result in privileges being canceled for future years.

21.  All Concessionaires must abide by all Provincial Health and Labor Regulations, Town of Morris Bylaws, and the Laws of the Province of Manitoba.
